A Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 16th April 2007, at 7pm.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present.

Apologies and Declarations of Interest: Apologies from Councillors Canner, O’Melia, District Councillor Clarke and P.C. Brown were received. There were no declarations of interest to record.

Police Matters: The Chairman read out a report which PC Brown had emailed to the Clerk. There had been no incidents reported to the police directly or via the neighbourhood watch this month. A list of crime reductions recorded for the Bracebridge Heath north area for 2006-2007 were read out and noted for information

2. Clerk’s Notes from the previous meeting held on 19th March 2007: The notes had been distributed to each Member prior to the meeting and were taken as read.  The Chairman proposed that the notes be accepted and approved as minutes and this was agreed unanimously.

3.   Matters Arising:

3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 3a: Copies of the revised information pack were circulated at the meeting and thanks were extended by the Chairman to Councillor Narborough for his help with updating and printing the new information packs for residents.

3b Web Site page 1 item 3b: The village website had been closed for two weeks because of problems with the host company.  The website was now fully functional but there were still issues to be resolved.  A vote of thanks was extended to Councillor Carrington for sorting the situation.

3c Street Lighting Requests page 1 item 3c: NKDC had been made aware of the residents concerns following the installation of a street lighting column at the southern end of Glebe End and the contractor had been told not to power the light. The question as to why the street light could not be installed half way along Glebe End was being looked into and the residents had been updated about the action taken.  NKDC had also updated about the obscured street light on Hall Drive. It belonged to Lincolnshire County Council and we were told to contact them regarding the trimming of the tree. It was suggested that an audit of street lighting in the village should be undertaken first. Members agreed.   

3d Notice Board page 1 item 3d: The notice board had been installed on the boundary wall facing Hall Drive on 31st March 2007. The PCC had advised that there will be a 9.30am Communion in the Church followed by a dedication ceremony at the bottom of the Church drive on Sunday 29th April 2007, and all are welcome.

3e Parish Partnerships Update page 2 item 6b: The Chairman gave a short update on the Parish Partnerships Launch. Provisional arrangements for a Parish Partnerships meeting on 15th May at Washingborough Community Centre starting at 7pm were noted for information.  

4.   Planning

4a Decision Notice, Erection of two storey rear extension at the Coach House, Pelham Lane: Planning permission had been approved by NKDC on 16 March 2007 and the particulars of the decision were noted. 

4b Decision Notice, Works on a tree covered by TPO N690/1 land adjacent Hall Drive (PF8 Sparrow Lane): Tree work to fell a Horse Chestnut had been refused on 19th March 2007 and details of the decision were noted for information.

4c Notification of NKDC meeting to consider an application for Canwick (Hall Drive) T.P.O. N.609 2006: The Tree Preservation Order was to be considered by the South Area Planning Sub Committee on 3rd April 2007.  The recommendation was to confirm the TPO without modification and this was noted for information.  

5.  Environment

5a Highways Issues: The request for a mirror to aid egress from the Mews had been raised with the Highways Officer and he had asked for the matter to be put in writing.  The windows in the bus shelter on Canwick Hill had been repaired. The quality of the work of the new footway on Hall Drive/Grange Lane was raised. Councillor Hales offered to speak with the Highways Officer about the situation and this was agreed.

5b: Dog Waste Bin – Hall Drive: A response was still awaited from NKDC in regard to changing the current banded fixture to a post. 

5c Fly Tipping along the Heighington Road and discarded litter along the B1190 had been a problem over the past month and both matters had been reported to NKDC.  

6   Correspondence:

6a Draft East Midlands Regional Plan: A letter from the Panel Secretary enclosed a final list of Matters about Participation for the forthcoming Examination in Public that opened on 22nd May 2007, in Leicester was noted for information.

6b Parish Partnerships: Sports Outreach – Skate NK Mobile Skate Park: The availability and hire of this equipment was noted. The invitation was declined.

6c Allianz Cornhill Insurance – Renewal Invitation: The receipt of the proposal was noted and carried forward for review at the May meeting.

6d Lincolnshire Aggregates Levy Sustainability Fund: LCC notified of the availability of this fund for the 2007-08 financial year. The County Council manages the fund on behalf of DEFRA and asked us for our support in publicising it.  

7.   Parish Plan Steering Group Update: This item was deferred to the Annual Parish Meeting that would follow later that evening at 8pm.

8.  District & Parish Elections 3 May 2007: The Chairman reported that the Parish Council Election would be uncontested.  All six of the members who stood had been returned to office.  One vacancy would be filled by co-option.  The Chairman reported that Councillor Canner had indicated his willingness to be co-opted until moving away from the village. This would be confirmed at the next meeting. The Returning Officer had advised that there were more candidates for the District Council Election than vacancies so a poll was necessary.

9.  Finance

9a Bank Account Update: A statement (copy on the minute file) showing a balance of £4,750.22 in the deposit account and £725.85 in the current account following the clearance of cheques was noted and approved by Members.

9b Payments due in April: A list (copy on the minute file) of accounts to be paid was noted and approval was given to clear them.  

9c Transfer of Funds:  It was agreed to transfer £350 to cover expenses approved/anticipated that evening.  This included an agreement to enter the CPRE Best Kept Village Competition this year.

10 Urgent Items for Information: None raised.

11 Date of next Meeting: The next meeting would be the Annual General and First meeting of the Parish Council and would take place at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 21st May 2007 starting at 7.30pm.  

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.55pm

The Annual Parish Meeting was held on Monday 16th April 2007, in the Village Hall Montagu Road, Canwick and commenced at 8pm under the Chairmanship of Councillor L.J. Pennell Chairman of the Parish Council.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present. Nineteen residents including four parish councillors were in attendance together with District Councillor Mrs Brighton, District Councillor Oxby and County Councillor Bliss.  Apologies from District Councillor Clarke, Councillor Canner, Councillor O’Melia and PC Brown were recorded.

Parish Council Chairman’s Report: Councillor Pennell updated on events over the past year (a copy of the report is attached to the minute file for information).  There were no questions raised.

Report from County Council Division Representative: Councillor Bliss reported on the revenue programme for the coming year and updated on various topics including an initiative for enhanced two tier working and shared services, a joint area review of Children’s services, and the outcome of a Comprehensive Performance Assessment. He also covered work on the eastern bypass, the East Midlands Regional Plan public consultation and forthcoming enquiry and the pressure for housing in the sub area of Lincoln known as the south/east quadrant.  There were no questions raised.  The Chairman thanked County Councillor Bliss for the report.

Report from District Council Ward Representative: Councillor Mrs Brighton spoke about the budget, achievements and awards, affordable housing requirements in the District, tourism, the collaboration with Hill Holt Wood and recycling.  A resident asked if there had been any prosecutions for fly-tipping but this was unknown. District Councillor Oxby recalled a fly tipping incident at Canwick and confirmed that the offender was traced and prosecuted.  A resident asked if there were any plans to charge for household rubbish collections.  Councillor Mrs Brighton pointed out that 56% of waste collected in the District was recycled and therefore everybody was doing their best so why does there need to be a charge and this message was gratefully acknowledged. A note was made of the NKDC bulky refuse charges 3 items for £6 and 6 items for £12, refrigerators £18. It was also pointed out that the District Council was responsible for bulky collections but the County Council were responsible for collection and disposal of refrigerators. This prompted residents to exchange comments about the helpful operation at Great Northern Terrace Municipal site in Lincoln.  There being no further comments the Chairman thanked Councillor Mrs Brighton for her report.

Parish Plan Update: Councillor Carrington summarised the development of this initiative which was launched at the Annual Parish meeting last year. (a copy of the report is attached to the minute file for information).
