The Monthly Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 16th January 2006, at 7.30pm. 
Police Constable Carl Annall, District Councillor Clarke and District Councillor Mrs M Brighton OBE were in attendance with County Councillor Bliss CBE.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present.
1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest: An apology from District Councillor Oxby was noted together with an apology from Councillor Canner and Councillor Mrs Griffin. The Chairman affirmed a personal interest, and Councillor O’Melia affirmed a prejudicial interest, in item 4a Planning Appeal, site off School Lane. Councillor Hales declared a prejudicial interest in the planning application at item 4c Detached Garage at Tuctaway at School Lane, Canwick.
Police Matters: Police Constable Annall advised there was no reported crime in the village and this was accepted as good news by Members. PC Annall explained the forthcoming re-organisation in the rural sector community programme etc and this was noted by Members.
2. Clerks Notes From The Monthly Meeting On 19th December 2005: The notes from this meeting were taken as read. It was agreed that the notes be accepted as minutes and approved for signing by the Chairman as a true record.
3. Matters Arising:
3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 3a: No new information.
3b Web Site page 1 item 3b: Councillor Carrington informed Members of the inclusion of illustrations on key pages showing various areas of the village and pointed out that a seasonal theme had been adopted.
3c Street Lighting Requests page 1-2 item 3c: There was no update available. The Clerk had yet to discuss the issue with the Technician at NKDC.
3d Parish Plan page 2 item 3d: Councillor Carrington informed of an inaugural meeting of the Steering Group on 25th January 2006, which would be the formal start of the Parish Plan Programme.
3e Hand gate at Playing Field page 1 Public Participation: Reference was made to the rotted gate post for the hand gate. A new post had been purchased by the Playing Fields Committee but installation was troublesome. In addition a request for a hand rail to be installed was raised. The Clerk was asked to discuss the situation with LCC Footpaths Officer.
3f Sweeping of Footpaths page 3 item 5f: Reference was made to the NKDC programme to sweep the footpaths. It was estimated that the footpaths in Canwick would be swept at the end of January. In being mindful of this Councillor O’Melia drew attention to loose chippings on the footway along Heighington Road. This prompted a report on the break-down of the road surface at various places along Heighington Road. Councillor Hales agreed to speak with Highways Officer Trevor Hines regarding the situation.
4. Planning:
4a: Appeal - Site at Land off School Lane, Canwick(N/17/1240/03 Erection of a Bungalow): The Chairman and Councillor O’Melia left the meeting at this point. Councillor Kenworthy Vice-Chairman took the Chair for this item. Councillor Carrington reported the receipt of notification from the Planning Inspectorate that the Appeal had been dismissed. He considered the key point was contained in the Inspector’s conclusion and this was read out and noted by Members. He pointed out that the decision could be subject to a counter appeal to the High Court and referred to the staircase that had recently been installed on the northern side of School Lane to provide access to the plot. Members agreed a letter be sent to County Highways and NKDC Planning regarding the removal of the structure. There was no further comment and the Chairman and Councillor O’Melia rejoined the meeting. The Chairman resumed the Chair for the remainder of the meeting.
4b: Dwelling adjacent to the Old Cottage, School Lane: The Chairman referred to the new application (N/17/1061/05) relating to a revised design to that previously approved. He advised that he had attended an NKDC North Area Planning Committee Meeting on 10 January 2006 at which the new application was heard. The NKDC Planning Officer recommended approval on the basis that there were no planning reasons to reject the dwelling as built (it was accepted that a garage or roof space could be converted in to living accommodation and parking arrangements were seen as workable due to an arrangement to knock part of a wall down that had been agreed with the owner of the Old Cottage). Times for deliveries to the site were accepted and restricted to take place before 9.30am and after 3.30pm. A copy of the decision notice was awaited. Disappointment was expressed but Members agreed that there was no alternative but to accept the situation as standing. 
4c: Detached Garage at Tuctaway, School Lane: Councillor Hales left the meeting at this point. The Chairman introduced this development proposal that called for a detached garage to be built. Members looked at the details on the plans and agreed that they had no objections. The Clerk was asked to return ‘no comment’ to NKDC. Councillor Hales rejoined the meeting.
4d Confirm TPO at Pelham Lane: Planning Services advised that the "Canwick (Pelham Lane) Tree Preservation Order N661 2005" had been endorsed as confirmed without modification by the Head of Economic, Community and Planning Services on 5th January 2006. This was noted by Members for information.
4e Extension at Sibthorpe Gardens: A decision notice confirmed planning permission had been granted for a single storey rear extension at Copperfield, Sibthorpe Gardens and was noted by Members for information.
5. Environment:
5a Highways Issues Update: Nothing to report.
5b: Bus Shelter Canwick Hill: The Highways Officer Mr Hines had arranged for the area to be strimmed and tidied.
5c: Canwick PCCC - Signs for Church: Councillor Hales reported that Mr Hines was going to place an order for two signs once the wording had been agreed. The cost of the signs was estimated at £100 each depending on the amount of wording. The situation was noted by Members to include an acceptance of the expenditure to be paid by the Parish Council
5d Pedestrian Safety on Canwick Hill: Councillor Carrington and Councillor Hales updated on the matter. They had met with Highways Officer Mr Hines on-site to outline concerns associated with the safety for pedestrians on the route between Canwick and Lincoln. A written request had been subsequently submitted to LCC and gave details of the situation regarding pedestrian safety. The area encroached on to the City of Lincoln Boundary and a further on-site meeting to discuss the issues and possible solution with County Highways Staff was anticipated in the near future.
6. Correspondence 
6a NKDC Area Advisory Forum: Members Services Officer at NKDC advised of a North Area Advisory Forum that would take place on Monday 6th March 2006, at Navenby Methodist Chapel Hall, High Street, Navenby. Councillor Carrington volunteered to represent the Parish Council at the Advisory Forum and agreed to table two questions relating to the issue of Parish Partnerships. This was endorsed by Members.
6b NKDC Linkline Publication: A copy of the NKDC’s newspaper had been received with a cover letter asking Members if they had received the publication at their home address following distribution difficulties. Members confirmed the receipt of a copy at home.
6c OPDM Standards of Conduct - The Future: A lengthy discussion paper had been received from the Head of Democracy and Local Governance explaining a vision for a future comprehensive conduct regime for local authority members and employees. This was noted by Members for information. 
6d NKDC Funding for Community Groups: An invitation to attend a presentation on Thursday 26th January at the Council Chamber was received from the NKDC Community Support Team and was noted for information. It was agreed to notify the local Playing Field and Village Hall Committees of the event. 
6e Lincolnshire Playing Fields Association: A letter from the Administrative Secretary appealed for funds towards the work of the Association. Councillor Kenworthy suggested that we should look in to previous grants and asked for research to be undertaken to establish when a grant was given and how much was involved. Members agreed.
7. Finance:
7a Bank Account Update: The Clerk produced a statement showing a balance of £7,207.63 in the deposit account. A balance of £202.64 in the current account (following the deduction of an un-presented cheque at £12.76), was highlighted and there were no queries raised. (a copy of the statement had been placed on the minute file for information). The situation was noted by Members and the statement was approved.
7b Payments Due in January 2006: A list (copy on minute file) of accounts due for payment, to include expenses associated with the Parish Plan initiative, was noted by Members and permission was given to clear them. 
7c Precept 2006/2007: The fax submission on the 6th January 2006, of the precept request to the NKDC to pay the Council £4,000 to meet the expenses payable in 2006/2007 financial year was noted by Members for information.
7d VAT Refund: The Clerk informed Members that a claim for a vat refund of £550.99 covering the period from 1st April 2002 to 31st March 2005, had been submitted to Custom & Excise on 20th December 2005. Notification had been received on 11th January 2006 that repayment by Bacs had been made on 10th January 2006. Bank statement waited to confirm receipt of funds.
7e Fax Printer Cartridge: A request from the Clerk to purchase printer cartridges for the fax machine was approved.
7f Transfer of Funds: It was agreed that it was not necessary to transfer any funds as there were sufficient funds in the current account to clear the expenses approved that evening.
8. Urgent Items for Information: None to record
9. Date of Next Meeting: Monday 20th February 2006, at the Village Hall, Montagu Road starting at 7.30pm.
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 8.30pm.
