The Monthly Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 19th September 2005, at 7.30pm.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present.

1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest: An apology from District Councillor Clarke was noted. The Chairman affirmed a personal interest in item 4e Planning Appeal, site off School Lane. 

2. Clerk's notes from the monthly meeting on 25th July 2005: The notes from this meeting were taken as read. It was agreed that the notes be accepted as minutes and approved for signing by the Chairman as a true record.

Councillor Bliss updated about the bus shelter and overgrown foliage at Canwick Hill. He advised that an order had been placed with LCR for the repairs to be carried out together with grass and nettle cutting but no timescale had been given, and that Highways Officer Tristan Alwyn-Clark was dealing with the matter. In between meetings Councillor Hales had been in contact with Ms Tanya Vaughan at the County Council and a letter had been sent to the Clerk and copied to Members. He also pointed out that the residents had been informed of the situation. The position was acknowledged and it was agreed to monitor the outcome.

3. Matters Arising:

3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 3a: No new information. 

3b Web Site page 1 item 3b: No new information.

3c Street Lighting Requests page 1 item 3c: The Clerk had raised the installation of two additional lights (1 at Glebe End and 1 at Grange Close) with the Officer at NKDC but there had been no response to date. In addition locations had yet to be identified for the two additional lights along Heighington Road. Reference was made to the replacement of yellow lights with white lights in the village and the Chairman confirmed that a maximum of 3 upgrades a year would be done as and when yellow lights required repair. 

3d Tree Preservation Orders: Councillor Carrington reported that a tour of the village had been undertaken and observations had been returned to NKDC.

3e BT Telephone Kiosk: Councillor Hales reported that he had raised the repair work with BT and they had replaced two panes of glass and a light bulb, and would paint the exterior in the near future. 

3f NKDC Linkline Publication: It was noted that Councillors had not received a copy of this paper at their home address and the Clerk was asked to notify NKDC.

4. Planning:

4a: Extensions at 1 Hall Gardens: The Chairman informed Members of this planning application to substantially increase the living accommodation; no comment had been returned to NKDC. Members looked at the plans and supported the action taken.

4b: Dwelling adjacent to Old Cottage, School Lane: The Chairman had raised concerns to NKDC about building activities ahead of consideration of the planning application. He had been informed that Enforcement Officers had visited. The planning application for one dwelling with an integral garage and five parking spaces on the site was considered. The proposed 2 storey detached house & integral garage would result in a total of three properties on the site. Councillors noted that the majority of their concerns raised on previous applications at the site appeared to have been addressed. However, the application specified red brick for the new dwelling and this colour was considered inappropriate as the existing cottage was stone. Reservations were expressed in regard to deliveries to the site, construction traffic, and the blocking/ disruption to residents because of the narrowness of School Lane in the vicinity of the Old Stone Cottage. It was agreed to return comments to NKDC regarding inappropriate materials and concerns about vehicles to the site.

4c Works to trees - TPO N43/1A at Hall Farm: An application to remove dead wood, excess weight and reshape two Lime trees at this location was considered. It was agreed that there were no objections.

4d Appeal - Site at Land off Grange Lane (N/17/1712/04 Erection of Three Dwellings): A copy of the Inspector’s decision had been received from the Planning Inspectorate. The appeal had been dismissed and a comprehensive report outlining the particulars of the decision was noted by Members.

4e Appeal - Site at Land off School Lane, Canwick ( N/17/1240/03 Erection of a Bungalow): Carried forward awaiting a date for the Informal Hearing.

5. Environment:

5a Highways Issues Update: There was no new information. Councillor Hales advised of a forthcoming meeting arrangement with Mr Trevor Hines - Highways Officer on 10th October 2005.

5b: Dog Waste Bin/Litter Bin Update: NKDC had been advised of the location of the second dog waste bin along Hall Drive. The provision of an additional litter bin was raised and following a discussion it was agreed to order a green Super Trimline 50 from Glasdon at a cost of £51.94 (catalogue price).

5c NKDC Parish Surveying: Form returned to NKDC.

5d Bus Shelter on Canwick Hill: see update at the start of the meeting.

5e Litter Picker: A letter from NKDC asked for details in order that the grant for litter picking in the 2005/06 FY could be calculated. The Clerk had replied that there was no formal litter picker in the village and therefore no payment was due.

5f NKDC Site Notices: NKDC advised of new arrangements for site notices to publicise planning applications and this was noted by Members.

6. Correspondence 

6a LCC Call Centre: A letter from LCC Director of Highways & Planning supplied details about the customer service centre for elected parish and district councillors and had been copied to Members for information. In discussion various points were raised about the efficiency of the service centre and Councillor Bliss suggested giving the arrangement time to settle in. He pointed out that contact numbers for the general public were to be published in the next edition of County News.

6b LCC Award of Merit: Nominations were considered but there were no recommendations. A poster to publicise the Competition was received and noted for display in the village.

6c NKDC Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) Pre-Submission Draft: Chairman to look in to and return any comments on the document to NKDC by midday on 14th October 2005.

6d Defra Grants: The Community Council of Lincolnshire advised of the availability of a grant for the development of Parish Plans. Councillor Carrington would investigate.

6e NKDC Community Funding News: The receipt of a booklet was noted by Members and taken for distribution to local organisations for information.

6f LALC County Circular issue 122/Summer 2005: The receipt of the circular was noted by Members. Various topics were raised to include training update, basic budgeting procedures etc.

7 Finance:

7a Bank Account Update: A statement of accounts for July 2005 was received and noted by Members. The statement showed a balance of £6,970.44 in the deposit account. The current account gave a working balance of £233.78 following the clearance of an un-presented cheque for a payment to Service Team approved in July 2005. (copy of the statement placed on the minute file for information). Members were advised of a mix up by the Bank when a letter to transfer funds had not been actioned and a cheque payable to Service Team had been returned. The Chairman subsequently telephoned the bank and they agreed to the transfer by phone. A replacement cheque was issued to Service Team as their system did not allow cheques to be re-presented for payment. The situation was noted by Members and the statement was approved. 

7b Payments Due in August 2005: There were no payments made in August other than a replacement cheque as mentioned under item 7a.

7d Payments Due in September 2005: A list showing payments due was noted by Members (copy on minute file). The payments included the Clerk’s quarter year salary and expenses for postage at £257.94, income tax liabilities for the same period £71.94, and an account from Service Team for grass cutting on 4/7 & 15/7 at £90.78. Permission was given to clear them

7d Transfer of Funds: A transfer of £300 to meet the expenses payable in September was agreed.

7e Audit 2004/2005: The Chairman explained that an internal audit had been completed. There had been confusion over the 10% depreciation to assets per annum based on the original costs as opposed to a rolling year on year depreciation. Members confirmed that a 10% depreciation bases on the original costs was their intention. There was now a requirement for Members to review the Statement of Assurance and this was undertaken. It was proposed by the Chairman and seconded by Councillor Kenworthy that the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2005, be accepted and approved and this was unanimously agreed. The Clerk to submit the Statement to the External Auditor Moore Stephens.

7f Parochial Church Council Grant: A grant of £300 towards Churchyard maintenance was agreed. The Clerk was asked to prepare a cheque for signature at the October meeting

8. Urgent Items for Information: 

8/1 The Chairman raised the matter of the Clerk working from the parish office at Heighington. He suggested that perhaps Canwick could provide a fax facility which was presently lacking. The possibility of purchasing a modem for the computer or a fax machine for the office was agreed in principle following investigation and consultation with Heighington PC Chairman.

8/2 Councillor Canner informed Members of a probable bequest of £3,000 being given to the village and was looking for inspiration on where it might be best spent. It was agreed to discuss the situation at the next meeting.

9. Date of next Meeting: Monday 19th October 2005, at the Village Hall Montagu Road starting at 7.30pm
