The Monthly Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 20th June 2005, at 7.30pm. 
The meeting was attended by County Councillor Bliss. Mrs Sarah Stead the new Clerk to Branston & Mere Parish Council was in attendance to observe the practise of this Council.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present.

1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest: Apologies from Councillor Canner and District Councillors Mrs Brighton, Clarke and Oxby were noted. The Chairman reaffirmed a personal interest in item 4d Planning Appeal, site off School Lane. In the absence of a representative from the police Members updated about various incidents in the village. Councillor Hales volunteered to contact Bracebridge Police Office to update them about the situation.

2. Clerk's notes from Annual General Meeting on 16th May 2005: The notes from this meeting were taken as read. Councillor Carrington referred to page 3, item 10f and queried the minimum charge of £10 being imposed for the revised scheme. This was confirmed by Members. It was agreed that the notes be accepted as minutes and that they be approved for signing by the Chairman as a true record.

3. Matters Arising:

3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 6a: No new information. Councillor Hales volunteered to hand a copy to new residents and advised that this would leave him with 3 spare copies.

3b Web Site page 1 item 6b: No new information - ongoing.

3c Street Lighting Requests page 1 item 6c: Ongoing - locations had yet to be identified for the two additional lights along Heighington Road.

3d N/17/0366/05 Amended Plans for the Proposed Conversion of Outbuildings to 2 dwellings, Hall Drive: A copy of the comments returned to NKDC had been given to Members. The application was scheduled to be heard by the NKDC North Area Planning Committee on Tuesday 17th May 2005, but a decision notice had not been received. The Clerk was asked to enquire about the outcome with Mr Steve Harvey the Planning Officer dealing with the proposal.

4. Planning:

4a N/17/0566/05 Erection of a two storey extension to hotel and amended parking at Mill Lodge, Lincoln Road, Canwick Hill, Lincoln: A decision notice had been received, permission for the development had been approved on 9th June 2005.

4b TPO N.126 Canwick Hall Mews: A parishioner had commented that some of the subject trees had been severely trimmed. A letter had been sent to the NKDC Tree Officer asking him to investigate as it was not immediately clear from the permission dated 18th January 2005, what work had been authorised. Councillor Carrington updated on events and advised Members that a visit and site inspection by Mr Dave Kolebuk was awaited. It was agreed to accept the situation as standing.

4c Appeal - Site at Land off Grange Lane (N/17/0912/04 Erection of Terraced Block of Four Dwellings). A decision dated 18th May 2005, from the Planning Inspectorate with regard this proposal was received and noted by Members in that the Appeal had been dismissed. The Chairman pointed out that this was the appeal against refusal of the second proposed development at the site. There had been a third proposal for 3 dwellings, on the site in the interim (N/17/1712/04) which had also been refused by NKDC. A further Appeal had been lodged by the Applicant to this latest refusal by NKDC. A letter dated 14th June 2005, in support of this refusal of planning permission had been sent to the Planning Inspectorate, and had been copied to each Member for information. The situation was noted as ongoing.

4d Appeal - Site at Land off School Lane, Canwick ( N/17/1240/03 Erection of a Bungalow): Carried forward awaiting a date for the Informal Hearing.

5. Environment:

5a Highways Issues Update: Councillor Hales updated that work to include strimming of the roadside edge to the vacant plots on Grange Lane, flaying along School Lane, and weeding in all areas had been undertaken by Highways operatives. There was no written update regarding the Parish Council’s contribution towards traffic calming. Cats eyes along C113 Heighington Road had been removed in preparation for surface dressing works.

5b: Dog Waste Bin Update: Banding by LCC to enable the relocation of the smaller existing bin to Hall Drive was awaited 

5c Dog Problem: Members were advised of the action taken following complaints about two dogs escaping from a property creating a nuisance and intimidation to nearby residents. The Dog Warden had been called in and had sorted the situation with the owner of the dogs. The Clerk updated about a new dog warden in the area, the former having resigned. Councillor Hales asked that the new person make himself known to dog walkers when in the village so as not to cause any undue problems with local residents in regard to ‘strangers’ in the village. Members agreed and the Clerk was asked to contact the dog warden contractor.

 

6. Correspondence 

6a Parish Partnerships Workshop: NKDC advised of the arrangements for the workshop on Thursday 7th July 2005, from 9.30am to 1pm, at the Council Chamber NKDC Offices, Sleaford. The Chairman and Councillor Carrington would to attend.

6b LCC Free Tree Scheme 2005: Conservation Services advised of this annual scheme and Councillor Hales volunteered to hand the paperwork to the Playing Fields Committee.

6c LALC Booklet Pointers to Good Practice: Received and noted, to be retained by Clerk for information.

6d LCC Inherited Land Registration: Nil return, no land in the Parish owned by the County Council and administered/used by the Parish Council.

6e LCC Parish Council Survey: LCC asked for completion of a questionnaire as part of a consultation process to develop a Rights of Way Improvement Plan for Lincolnshire. Members reviewed the questions and responses were noted for submission.

6f NKDC Mobile Skate Park Facilities in 2005: As in 2004 an opportunity to hire this facility was declined on the grounds that there are insufficient young people in the village to use such facilities and there was no suitable site to install the equipment.

6g The Boundary Committee/Review of NKDC Draft Recommendations: The Chairman referred to the detailed submissions and summarised the draft recommendations. There was no change to the Heighington & Washingborough Ward (includes Canwick) and therefore it was conceded as a nil return and this was agreed. 

6h NK Local Strategic Partnerships: Additional copies of a booklet ‘Did you Know’ had been received from NKDC who asked for feedback as the comments would be used to help the Local Strategic Partnership develop its new priorities for the forthcoming New Community Strategy that is being worked on at the moment. Various Members took a booklet and agreed to return comments independently.

6i LCC Highways/Planning Update: This leaflet summarised various road works in Lincolnshire with the main priority being the Eastern Bypass - 3 copies had been received and were noted for information and it was agreed to place them in the Village Hall so that residents could read them.

6j Countryside NK: The Countryside Ranger notified the publication of a six monthly ‘What’s on Guide’ and looked to receive information about local events to promote them in the leaflet. 

6k NKDC Revised Calendar of Meetings 2005/2006: Received and noted for information to be retained by the Clerk.

Additional correspondence received after the publication of the Agenda:

6l Temporary Road Closure: A notice from LCC concerning a closure of School Lane from 18th July 2005 for approximately 4 days, with alternative route via School Lane, Montagu Road, Hall Drive and Pelham Lane, was received and prompted concern from Members. The Clerk reported that she had contacted LCC to enquire about the extent of the closure in being mindful that the alternative route especially Pelham Lane was unsuitable for motor vehicles, and School Lane was a one way road into the village at its junction with Canwick Hill. It was felt that the refuse collection would be impossible on Tuesday 19th July with these arrangements. The area manager of the Contractor Johnson & Johnson had replied that works for BT at a box located at the junction of Montague Road across to School Lane for approximately 10-15 metres were planned, and that there would be no restrictions and blocking of driveways for local residents. During a discussion Members requested an on-site meeting as soon as possible to determine a reasonable plan that will allow the planned works to be done while maintaining access for residents and other services. County Councillor Bliss commented in support of the Members concerns and agreed to raise the issue with Highways.

7 Finance:

7a Bank Account Update: A statement of accounts for June 2005 was received and noted by Members. The statement showed a balance of £7270.44 in the deposit account. The current account gave a working balance of £27.80 following the clearance of un-presented cheques for payments approved in May 2005. (copy of the statement placed on the minute file for information). The situation was noted and approved by Members 

7b Payments Due in June 2005: A list of payments totalling £685.27 was noted by Members and permission was given to clear them. (copy of list of payments placed on the minute file for information)

7c Transfer of Funds: A transfer of £700 to meet the expenses payable in June was agreed.

7d Completion of Audit 2003/2004: The Chairman reported on the completion of the Audit for 2003/2004 posters had been displayed in the village but there had been zero interest from residents.

7e Audit of Accounts 2004/2005: Notices had been displayed in the village to advise Electors of their Right to inspect the accounts for this financial year. 

During a discussion it was agreed due to timescales to delegate authority to the Chairman and Vice-Chairman to approve the Statement of Accounts prior to submission for Internal Audit. The Chairman would seek to make arrangements for internal audit so that the Statement of Assurance could be completed at the next meeting on 25th July.

8. Urgent Items for Information: Councillor Mrs Griffin tendered an apology for the meeting on 25th July 2005.

There being no further business the meeting was closed at 8.35pm
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
