The monthly meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 21st March 2005, at 7.30pm. County Councillor Bliss and District Councillors Mrs Brighton and Clarke were present.

1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest: An apology from Councillor Carrington was noted by the Chairman. The Chairman reaffirmed a personal interest in item 4a Planning Appeal, site off School Lane.

2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting: The notes from the Parish Council meeting held on 21st February 2005 were taken as read. The notes were accepted as minutes by Members and approved for signing by the Chairman as a true record. 

3. Matters Arising:

3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 3a: No new information. 

3b Web Site page 1 item 3b: Carried forward to monitor construction of Web Site.

3c Tree Preservation Order N.634 Grange Lane page 1 item 4a: NKDC had served a notice on the owners of two Pine trees situated on the northern vacant plot on Grange Lane. A decision was still awaited.

3d Canwick Estate - Coach Road: No change to the state of the thoroughfare. Review deferred until June Agenda.

3e NKDC Linkline Publication: An email between the Clerk and Ms Wetton Publicity Officer was noted by Members and advised that NKDC were having problems with the contract for delivery of the newspaper and that they were looking into an alternative source and possible options. District Councillor Mrs Brighton commented about problems of non delivery in other areas of the District and confirmed the position as stated.

3f: Maintenance of Playing Field: The Clerk confirmed that she had returned the form to ServiceTeam requesting maintenance at the playing field for the forthcoming season as agreed at the previous meeting. Councillor Kenworthy enquired about the position for renewal of a wooden gate and was advised that the matter was being undertaken by the Playing Field Committee.

3g: NTL Box: It had been established that one resident in the Grange Lane area of the village was connected to NTL.

4. Planning:

4a Appeal - Site at Land off Grange Lane (N/17/0912/04 Erection of Terraced Block of Four Dwellings). Carried forward awaiting a decision from the Planning Inspectorate.

4b Appeal - site at Land off School Lane, Canwick ( N/17/1240/03 Erection of a Bungalow): Carried forward awaiting notification of the Informal Hearing arrangements.

5. Environment:

5a Highways Issues Update: The database of requests and actions had been updated on 17 March 2005, and copies had been given to each Member for information/Continued ………….

5a Highways Issues Update/Continued …….A revised list dated 18 March 2005, was also noted, and the Clerk gave Councillor Hales a copy. Reference was made to the installation of red markings at the eastern entrance to the village along Heighington Road. The Clerk reported that she had spoken with Highways Officer Mr Trevor Hines about this matter and he had recommended an additional red hatched area near the junction of Heighington Road and Canwick Hill. Mr Hines was mindful however that previously the Parish Council held reservations about road markings in the village and he suggested an on-site meeting with Members to discuss the situation, and this was agreed Councillor Hales agreed to arrange the visit. The Clerk confirmed that a written request to widen the footway between Hall Drive and School Lane on Canwick Hill had been sent to Highways.

5b Street Lighting Requests Update: The Clerk updated on her discussion with Mr Shortland regarding street lighting requests for inclusion in the 2005/06 programme. Unfortunately, the number of requests received exceeded the budget available (£32,500 in the budget, against £81,000 costs to cover the number of requests). The requests have been prioritised and priority 1 consists of requests carried forward from the previous year and a number of new requests to meet the budget available. Priority 2 consists of requests that in the event of excess reserves in the Priority 1 budget by the end of the financial year, priority 2 requests can be undertaken. There is a ‘wish’ list of requests that could be undertaken if there were no financial constraints, and move into the priority programme following assessment. In this event, requests for a light on Grange Close and Glebe End have been placed in the programme at priority 2. Whereas a request for two additional lights along Heighington Road to illuminate ‘black’ spots have been placed on the wish list with a suggestion that locations ought to be identified on a site location plan. Councillor Hales agreed to undertake this task. He also agreed to notify the residents at Grange Close and Glebe End that their requests had been placed in the Priority 2 improvement programme. 

5c: Dog Waste Bin Update: The Clerk confirmed that an order for a 60ltr dog bin had been placed with Glasdon and delivery was anticipated. A copy of an Agreement with Sarah Gleave trading as Parish Dog Warden Services and a letter from Councillor Bliss Four Parishes Group Chairman to Washingborough Parish Council were noted for information. Highways assistance with the banding of the second bin was noted as ongoing.

6. Correspondence 

6a Parish Council Vacancy: The Chairman updated that Electors had not called for an election and therefore the Parish Council can proceed to Co-opt a member on to the Council. Posters for display in the village had been produced, inviting nominations to be returned to the Clerk by 13 April 2005. He advised that one resident had already written to the NKDC Electoral Services asking to be considered for the vacancy. The Clerk had received a copy of the letter. Another resident had also expressed an interest. The Parish Council would take the matter forward at the Parish Council meeting on Monday 18th April 2005, starting at 7pm.

6b NKDC Community Service Awards 2004/05: The Chairman advised that he had spoken with the individual and although flattered by the proposal he did not wish to accept. There were no other nominations for consideration.

6c NKDC Calendar of Meetings 2005/2006: This had been copied to all Members for information.

6d: Burial Ground Survey: NKDC advised that The Home Office were conducting a major survey and have asked the Authority and other Burial Authorities for assistance. In this regard a questionnaire was enclosed. It was agreed that the form be sent to the Secretary of the Parochial Church Council for completion and return to the Home Office (date sensitive).

6e East Midlands Regional Assembly - Freight Strategy: The receipt of this document was noted.

6f East Midland Regional Assembly - Waste Strategy: The receipt of this document was noted.

7. Finance

7a Bank Account Update: The Clerk confirmed the balances at the current date £4,620.44 in the deposit account and £112.29 in the current account. There had been no movement during the past month and this was noted by Members.

7b Payments Due in March: A list of accounts for payment in March 2005 was noted by the Clerk and permission was given to clear them (copy of list attached to the minute file for information).

7c Transfer of Funds: A transfer of £800 to meet the expenses payable in March was agreed.

7d Audit of Accounts 2003/2004 Financial Year: A poster had been produced to notify Electors of their rights to inspect the Statement of Accounts for this financial year and was taken by Councillor Hales for display throughout the village.
