The Monthly Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 25th July 2005, at 7.30pm. 
The meeting was attended by two parishioners, District Councillors Mrs Brighton, Clarke and Oxby, and County Councillor Bliss

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present.

1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest: An apology from Councillor Mrs Griffin was noted. The Chairman reaffirmed a personal interest in item 4d Planning Appeal, site off School Lane. Attention was drawn to a letter from NKDC Member Services Officer and outlined revisions to Declaration of Interest Forms and administrative changes. The letter and a model/copy of the form had been given to each Member and was noted by the Chairman for information.

2. Clerk's notes from the monthly meeting on 20th June 2005: The notes from this meeting were taken as read. It was agreed that the notes be accepted as minutes and approved for signing by the Chairman as a true record.

Public participation: A parishioner recalled an observation he had made approximately six months ago regarding broken windows in the Bus Shelter and nettles and overgrown bushes near the shelter on Canwick Hill opposite Heighington Road, and he expressed concern that nothing had been done. The Chairman pointed out that the matter had been reported to Lincolnshire County Council who were responsible for the Bus Shelter and maintenance of the overgrown foliage. Councillor Hales confirmed the action that had been taken and commented on his discussion with Ms Tania Vaughan at LCC about the situation. The parishioner stressed the issue and County Councillor Bliss agreed to look into the matter at the County Council. The parishioner also raised concern about the state of the telephone box. He pointed out that two panes of glass had been broken and required replacement and considered the telephone box needed a coat of paint. It was agreed to report the matter to British Telecom.

Police Matters: In the absence of a representative from the police at the meeting Councillor Hales informed Members that hanging baskets and tubs outside the Village Hall had been stolen the previous Thursday, and advised that the matter had been reported to the police.

3. Matters Arising:

3a Information Packs for New Residents page 1 item 3a: No new information. 

3b Web Site page 1 item 3b: No new information.

3c Street Lighting Requests page 1 item 3c: No progress had been made in regard to the installation of two additional lights (1 at Glebe End and 1 at Grange Close). In addition locations had yet to be identified for the two additional lights along Heighington Road.

3d N/17/0366/05 Amended Plans for the Proposed Conversion of Outbuildings to 2 dwellings, Hall Drive: A decision notice had been received from NKDC. Permission had been granted for the development subject to conditions laid down; these were summarised by the Chairman and the situation was noted by Members.

3e School Lane Temporary Road Closure: The Chairman reported on events that had occurred during the temporary closure of School Lane. Priority and diversion signs had not been placed as agreed and had thus caused confusion and were seen to be meaningless; traffic was diverted down Pelham Lane which is unsuitable for vehicles, and the one way system at the western end of School Lane had not been revoked during the period of the works as agreed. The situation was seen to be down to a faulty initial plan implemented by the Contractor, and the absence of local knowledge. Members were pleased to note that the works had now been completed. In contrast, revised arrangements for refuse collection had worked well and the Chairman asked the District Councillors to extend thanks to NKDC for their assistance in this regard.

3f NKDC Parish Partnership Workshops: The Chairman and Councillor Carrington updated on this item following attendance at a workshop on 7th July 2005, which concluded on an agreement that a draft paper would be produced by NKDC for review by parishes in the near future.

4. Planning:

4a Cedar Tree at Treasured View: Notification had been received from NKDC’s Tree Officer to confirm that a dead Cedar tree could be removed but a replacement tree was required. It was noted that the Cedar had died as a result of a former householder locating a compost heap near the tree, and a replacement tree had now been planted.

4b TPO N.126 Canwick Hall Mews: A satisfactory conclusion was reached when NKDC’s Tree Officer met with Members and briefed them on the circumstances of the tree work at this location.

4c Appeal - Site at Land off Grange Lane (N/17/1712/04 Erection of Three Dwellings): Carried forward waiting a decision from the Planning Inspectorate. District Councillor Clarke queried the development proposal under this item and the Chairman explained that this was the third application for development. Three applications had been submitted and subsequently refused by NKDC. While waiting for an appeal decision on the second application, the applicant had submitted the third development proposal. Following the dismissal of the appeal into the second proposal, another appeal has been lodged by the applicant against that third refusal.

4d Appeal - Site at Land off School Lane, Canwick ( N/17/1240/03 Erection of a Bungalow): Carried forward awaiting a date for the Informal Hearing.

5. Environment:

5a Highways Issues Update: A revised list of requests had been received from Highways Officer Mr Trevor Hines and had been copied to all Members for information. It was noted that the traffic calming proposals had been included but no timescale had been given. Councillor O’Melia asked for the footway along Heighington Road to be swept to remove stones following recent surface dressing works. The Clerk was asked to refer this request to Highways.

5b: Dog Waste Bin Update: Councillor Hales confirmed that the small dog waste bin had now been installed at Hall Drive and the Clerk was asked to notify NKDC as it would need emptying. The possible provision of an additional litter bin was raised and the Clerk was asked to look into the matter.

5c NKDC Parish Survey: The District Council asked for an up to date location of litterbins, dog waste bins, bus shelters, and areas of pavement or highway where during the autumn/winter, there is an accumulation of leaves in the Parish. The Clerk was asked to action.

5d NKDC dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996: An amendment order 2005 was noted by Members. Councillor Mrs Brighton pointed out that the amendment related to Washingborough Playing-field as it was excluded under the 1996 Act because Washingborough Parish Council had a Bylaw.

5e Four Parishes Group Update: A copy of the minutes from a meeting held on 2nd March 2005, and a copy of the agenda for a meeting on 6th July 2005 were received and noted for information. The Chairman confirmed that he had attended the meeting on 6th July, at which Branston Parish Council announced that they would not be attending any more meetings of the Group, but for now would continue with the Dog Warden Service administered by the Four Parishes. Branston consider the connection with the Group had been altered by a change of Electoral Division at Lincolnshire County Council placing Branston with Navenby. County Councillor Bliss confirmed that he had written to the Chairman at Branston on the basis that they might wish to return as it was felt that Branston would retain an association with the other three villages in relation to the Eastern Relief Road, but a reply was awaited. He also confirmed that there would be no change to the Four Parishes name because of the Dog Warden contract.

6. Correspondence 

6a NKDC Statement of Community Involvement & Development Framework: NKDC advised of changes to the planning system in the introduction of a Local Development Framework (LDF), under the terms of new legislation. The LDF will be a folder of documents setting out planning policies that will govern development in the District in the future and will ultimately replace the current North Kesteven Local Plan. The first LDF document to be produced was a Statement of Community Involvement. As part of the consultation exercise a leaflet entitled ‘Building our Future’ had been produced for return comments and the deadline had been extended for Parish Councils. Councillor Carrington took a leaflet to read and agreed to respond independently.

6b Lincolnshire Police Newsletter: The Police Authority Annual Report for 2004/05 and a Newsletter dated June 2005 were received and noted by Members.

6c NKDC Linkline Newspaper: A copy of this publication was received. The District Council wanted to monitor distribution of the publication and Members were asked to note receipt of this paper at their home address. Distribution commenced on 18th July and it was expected to take three weeks to complete. Members had not received a copy of the paper to date.

6d LCC Waste Plan Revised Deposit: A copy of this document was received and the Chairman agreed to review it.

6e LCC Draft Statement of Community Involvement: Copies of the LCC Draft Statement were received and the Chairman, Councillors Carrington, Canner and O’Melia agreed to take a copy to review.

6f LCC Performance & Budget Plan 2005/06: A letter from the County Treasurer notified that LCC had published its Performance and Budget Plan for 2005/06 and advised that a copy of the Council’s Plan and Portfolio Strategic Plans which provide more details was available on the web site and this was noted by Members. County Councillor Bliss volunteered his copy if anyone wished to see the full version.

7 Finance:

7a Bank Account Update: A statement of accounts for July 2005 was received and noted by Members. The statement showed a balance of £6,570.44 in the deposit account. The current account gave a working balance of £24.56 following the clearance of un-presented cheques for payments approved in June 2005. (copy of the statement placed on the minute file for information). The situation was noted and approved by Members 

7b Payments Due in July 2005: One payment was listed, to Service Team for Grass Cutting at £90.78 and was noted by Members who gave permission for it to be paid (copy of list placed on the minute file for information)

7c Payments Due in August 2005: Another account for grass cutting was anticipated during August. The Chairman and Vice-Chairman were given delegated powers to deal with financial matters during this month while the Council was in recess. 

7d Transfer of Funds: A transfer of £300 to meet the expenses payable in July and those anticipated in August was agreed.

7e Audit of Accounts 2004/2005: The Chairman advised that the person who had carried out the internal audit had retired and therefore we would need to make alternative arrangements. During a discussion various suggestion were aired and it was agreed that the Chairman approach a former Clerk to the Parish Council who was resident in the parish in regard to internal audit. Under the circumstances the Chairman said he would contact the external auditor at Moore Stephens and explain the situation as we were unable to meet the 29th July deadline for the submission of the Annual Return. Members agreed.

7f Un-franked Correspondence Reclaim: Members were informed that an item from NKDC had not been franked and we had to pay a surcharge of £1.47 to retrieve the item of postage. In this event the Clerk had written to NKDC and stamps to that value had been received with an apology for any inconvenience caused.

8. Urgent Items for Information: 

8/1 Members were informed that a new kissing gate had been installed at the Playing-field entrance, and £1,200 had been raised at the recent Fete which would be shared between the Parochial Church Council, Playing-fields Committee and Social Club. Complimentary comments were expressed by various Members in acknowledgement of the efforts made.
