A Meeting of Canwick Parish Council was held in the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick, on Monday 19th April 2010, at 7pm.  District Cllr Mrs Brighton, District/County Cllr Oxby and PCSO Carol Daman-Willems were present.

1. Apologies and Declarations of Interest:  An apology was received from Cllr Mrs Griffin due to illness and Cllr O’Melia. Cllr Carrington declared an interest in the following planning applications. A personal and prejudicial interest in Item 4d due to his role as District Councillor, and a close relative lived adjacent to the site. As Ward District Councillor a personal interest in item 4b. He also had a personal and prejudicial interest in item 4e because he lived next door to the site and was a District Councillor. The Chairman and Cllr Narborough declared a personal interest in the planning application at 4b as they both reside in the vicinity of the site.
Police Report: PCSO Carol Daman-Willems said there had been no reported crimes over the past month. Details about a road traffic accident at the top of Canwick Hill (Branston Road/Canwick Avenue junction) and the taking of chickens from the allotment area at the top of Canwick Hill were noted for information.  PCSO Carol left the meeting at this point and was thanked by the Chairman for attending.

2.  Clerk’s Notes from the Monthly Meeting on 15th March 2010: the notes had been distributed to all Members prior to the meeting and were taken as read.  It was agreed that the notes be accepted and approved as minutes for signing by the Chairman.

3.    Matters Arising:

3a. Information Packs for New Residents: One pack had been produced and issued by Cllr Narborough.

3b. Web Site: Routine maintenance had been carried out over the previous month and local events had been posted on the News page.
3c. Metal Railings on Hall Drive: Reference was made to the report at the previous meeting. The Clerk was asked if the matter had been referred to the NKDC Enforcement Officers. The Clerk reported that Members agreed to observe a watching brief. It was considered the work in hand was clearly in breach of planning regulations. The Clerk was asked to report the matter immediately and this was agreed.
3d: Parish Council Meeting Calendar: The Village Hall Secretary had been consulted about the list of dates for Parish Council meetings and had subsequently confirmed that all dates were available. It was agreed that the list as noted be published.

4. Planning:

4a. Comments returned to NKDC – RE 10/0145/FUL Conversion of existing outbuildings to 3 No dwellings (part retrospective), Outbuildings at Stone Cottage, Hall Drive, Canwick: The comments returned to NKDC were endorsed by Members.  The receipt of a decision notice for this proposal over the previous weekend was reported. Planning permission had been refused by NKDC on 15th April 2010. The reasons for refusal were noted for information.
4b. 10/0277/FUL Erection of Car Port and Pool House at Sapele, School Lane Canwick: The declarations of interest declared by Cllrs Carrington, Narborough and the Chairman were noted.    Members were advised that the planning application had been received in between meetings and comments/observations were required by 5th April 2010. Comments had been returned within the 
deadline and a copy was included in the meeting packs. The comments returned were endorsed by Members. There was no further discussion about the proposal.
4c. Decision Notice – N431.1 Tree Work, removal of secondary branch T1 Corsican Pine at Canwick House. Permission had been granted on 13 April 2010 for the work to be carried out.

4d. 10/0257/DISCON – Erection of Bungalow and Garage at land to the rear of the Vines, Pelham Lane, Canwick: Cllr Carrington’s declared interest was noted and he left the meeting at this point.  The Applicant had sought permission to discharge condition 2 relating to proposed materials and 5 relating to the use of reclaimed natural Lincolnshire limestone for the reinstating of the frontage wall.  The discharge of the conditions was acceptable and the notice issued on 9th April 2010, was noted for information.  Cllr Carrington rejoined the meeting.
4e.  10/0431/HOUS Erection of single storey side extension at 4 Hall Drive: Cllr Carrington left the meeting at this point. Members looked at the details on the plans and no objections were raised.  It was agreed to return no comment to NKDC.  Cllr Carrington rejoined the meeting.

5.  Environment: 

5a. Highways Issues: Cllr Hales updated on issues relating to fly tipping, road sweeping and overflowing litter bins etc.  A report from the Four Parishes Dog Warden was noted for information.
6. Correspondence:

6a. LCC New Funding to Improve Access to Key Services in Your Area: The Head of Accessibility and Policy at the County Council advised about a new scheme had been introduced and was open to retail businesses and community groups in the Parish who can access grants for projects which improve access to local services. The Chairman reported a consultation process prior to the implementation of this scheme. It was suggested that the initiative could be used to re-introduce services in the village, and that it might be of interest to the Village Hall Trustees to facilitate provision.

6b. Footway Lighting: The Property Officer at NKDC notified of changes for reporting faults from 1st April 2010.  A new contract had been negotiated with the County Council.  This meant that all faults should be reported to the County Council - telephone 01522 782070, website www.lincolnshire.gov.uk or email streetlighting@lincolnshire.gov.uk  
6c. Dunston Parish Council - Proposed Nocton Dairy: A letter from the Clerk at Dunston village outlined their Parish Council’s planning concerns regarding this development. The Chairman reported that the planning application for this development had been withdrawn. In this regard the request for comments about the proposal was declined.
6d. Constituency Survey Liberal Democrats requesting notification of 3 local and 1 national issue:  The Chairman noted the receipt of this request which was declined.  

6e. LALC News No 136 March 2010: The latest edition of this circular had been copied to all Members. Various topics were noted for information.

6f. Emda News: The Spring Edition of the publication was taken by Cllr Narborough

7. Four Parishes Cluster Group – Update: The Chairman announced the next meeting of this Group would take place on Wednesday 21st April at Washingborough Community Centre. He also congratulated the Planning Team at NKDC following the launch of the online planning portal which he was finding very useful in being informed at each stage of the consultation process.
8. Parish Plan Steering Group – Update: A report to be given at the Annual Parish Meeting which followed this meeting.

9. Protocol for Handling Complaints Received Against Members: This item had been deferred from the previous meeting pending a ruling at this meeting.  It was reported that the Legal Services Manager and the Chairman of the Standards Committee had instigated the paper. It was agreed that this Council would not adopt the protocol at this time.
10. Finance:

10a. Bank Account Update: Revised statements for February and March were circulated and noted for information.  The statement for April showed the Deposit account balance at £4,870.13 and the Current account balance at £94.25.  The situation was accepted and approved by Members.
10b. Payments Due in April: There were no invoices for payment. Cllr Narborough reported the submission of the Best Kept Village Competition form which required an entry fee of £10. It was agreed that Cllr Narborough be reimbursed.   

10c. Transfer of Funds: There was no requirement to transfer funds.
10d. 2009/10 Audit: Notice of the annual audit for the year ending 31 March 2010 had been received from Clement Keys. The 14th June 2010 was the date given for the annual return to be submitted so the annual audit could be carried out.  The Clerk reported that preparations would be taken in hand to assemble the documents for review.  The Chairman noted the timescales were tighter and there might be a need to call an interim meeting to obtain the Councils agreement on the end of year balances etc.

11. Urgent Items for Information: 

11a. It was reported that the grass cutting contract had commenced on the playing field.
11b. Cllr Carrington proposed a vote of thanks to the Sheriff of Lincoln and his Lady for officiating at the Opening Ceremony on 16th April 2010 following the completion of the first phase of improvements at the Village Hall, and this was acknowledged.
11c. Reference was made to problems with blocked highways in the village. The waste team in particular were thanked for their continued efforts in providing a sterling service for the community.
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 8pm.
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
