
The Monthly meeting of the Parish Council was held in the Village Hall Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 18th February 2008, at 7.30pm. District Councillor Mrs Brighton OBE and District/County Councillor Oxby were present.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present. 

1.  Apologies & Declarations of Interest: Apologies from Councillor Canner and District Councillor Clarke were noted. The Chairman declared a personal interest in the planning application at item 4c extension at Rumfield House, School Lane as he lived in the vicinity of the site. Councillor Narborough declared a personal interest in the same planning application as he lived adjacent to the site.  Councillor Hales declared a personal interest in the planning application at item 4d formation of 6 dwellings at the Dower House as he lived opposite the development site.     

2. Clerk’s Notes from the previous meeting held on 21st January 2008: The notes had been distributed to each Member prior to the meeting and were taken as read. The Chairman proposed that the notes be accepted and approved as minutes and this was unanimously agreed.

3.   Matters Arising:

3a. page 2 item 3a Information Packs for New Residents: The details about the PCC Treasurer were highlighted for amendment.
3b. page 2 item 3bWeb Site: Routine maintenance had been undertaken over the past month.
3c. Planning Training at Heighington: An invitation for representatives to attend a planning training event at Heighington on Wednesday 20th February was noted. Cllr Mrs Griffin was unavailable on that date and the Chairman said he would try to attend subject to work commitments. A provisional NKDC arrangement for planning training on 18th March 2008 had yet to be confirmed. 
3d. NKDC Corporate Priorities 2008-11: The Chairman recalled that this item had been raised at the previous meeting and Members had been given time to review the five new proposed priorities to match community aspirations following the visioning exercise/re-branded Shape NK.  It was agreed to accept the five priorities as written under the headings Community Wellbeing, Managing Change, a Sustainable Future, a Vibrant Economy and Better Transport.

3e. Church Notice Board: Cllr Carrington updated on his contact with the Parochial Church Council and outlined problems with the doors. He had taken photographs of the notice board and emailed same to the manufacturer who had subsequently advised that he would visit within the next 10-14 days to assess and rectify the problems. It was suggested that the PCC be left to deal with the situation as it was their notice board and this was agreed.
4.  Planning

4a. Additional accommodation at the Premier Travel Inn: A decision notice had been received from NKDC. Planning permission had been granted for the development on 25th January 2008, and the details of the approval were read out and noted. 
4b. Erection of Single Storey rear extension and replacement Conservatory on existing footprint at Copse Hill, Hall Drive, Canwick: Members were advised that this proposal had been considered by the NKDC Planning Committee on 12th February 2008.  It was understood that permission had been approved but a decision notice was awaited.
4c. Extension at Rumfield House, School Lane: The declared interests of the Chairman and Councillor Narborough were noted. The application had been received in between meetings and had been dealt with by the Planning Committee due to the timescale for the response.  A copy of the comments returned to NKDC had been circulated to Members and were endorsed unanimously.  

4d. Formation of 6 Dwellings at the Dower House, Montagu Road: The declared interest from Cllr Hales was noted. The details of the proposal for alterations and extensions to outbuildings to form six dwellings were looked at by Members and it was agreed to return comments as noted. There were no objections to the principle of the proposal but reservations were raised about harmonising the style and size of the windows especially on the new extension facing School Lane. It was suggested that deliveries to the site be constrained to avoid peak times of the day to maintain reasonable access for local residents who reside in the vicinity of the site.  A similar condition had been applied to other developments nearby because of the narrow width of the village roads and the requirement to provide access for the refuse collection each Tuesday morning. 
4e. Irrigation Reservoir at Glebe Farm: The details of this proposal were reviewed and there were no objections raised. 
4f. NKDC Landscape Character Assessment: NKDC advised the availability of this document which could be viewed on the NKDC website and was noted by Members for information. 

4g. NK 21 Works to trees at Plots 2 & 3 Grange Lane: Members were advised that the applicant had submitted an appeal against the refusal of NKDC to the request to fell two Black Pine and crown lift six Yew trees, and one Holly tree. 
5.   Environment:

5a. Highways Issues: It was reported that the ivy had been removed from the street light on Heighington Road.  The surface water gullies had been cleared the previous Monday and the road sweeper had been observed in the village on Thursday morning.  The residents had been approached about cutting back the overgrown foliage from a boundary hedge and a group of Yew trees.
6.  Correspondence

6a. NKDC Community Service Awards 2008: Nominations were invited for this award by Friday 11th April 2008. The Chairman recalled that previous nominations had been declined.  Members were asked for suggestions but none were put forward for consideration.

6b. Everybody Benefits/Get Out and Get Active Initiatives: The County Council advised of another campaign running during spring to encourage vulnerable people to get active by promoting exercise, leisure services and social services.  The details were passed to Cllr O’Melia to read.
6c.  Eastern Bypass/Route Consultation: No one had been able to attend a preview of the forthcoming public consultation on possible route alternatives for the Bypass held that afternoon at the Bentley Hotel. However, the public consultations would commence on Tuesday 19th February at Washingborough Hall and included Canwick Village Hall on Sunday 24th February 10am to 4pm, and this was noted for information. 

6d. LCC Public Consultation, Joint Waste Strategy: LCC had provided a summary of the strategy and consultation questionnaire.  The full document was available to view or download from their website at www.lincolnshire.gov.ul/wastestrategy and this was noted for information

6e. Local Crime, Community Sentence Presentation: The communications manager at the National Probation Service advised the availability of a visit by a magistrate and probation officer to give an interactive presentation designed to help the public better understand how probation officers assess the risk and how magistrates’ courts reach sentencing decisions and this was noted.
6f. What’s on February 2008 - Exhibitions, Sleaford Area: A list of activities at various venues was noted. It was agreed to display the notice in the Village Hall Foyer for parishioners to read.
7.  Four Parishes Cluster Group: The Chairman reported the £4,000 devolved funding would be paid to the Parish Council so that we could pass it on to the Playing Fields Committee.  He also updated about the Healthy Lifestyles initiative in there being a further meeting at Washingborough Community Centre on 27th February 2008, starting at 7.30pm to finalise a draft survey etc.
8.  Parish Plan Steering Group Update: Work to finalise the draft and prepare a summary was ongoing.
9.   Finance:

9a. Bank Account Update: A statement (copy on the minute file) showed a balance of £5,707.42 in the Deposit account following a transfer of £200 approved at the previous meeting. A balance of £202.98 in the Current account following the payment of an invoice for £23.33 was noted. The situation was accepted and approved by Members.

9b. Payments February 2008: An invoice for £70.49 to reimburse Cllr Carrington for online registration was approved.
9c. Transfer of Funds: It was agreed that no transfer was required this month.
9d. Appointment of External Auditor: The Audit Commission advised a proposal to appoint Clement Keys as external auditor to Canwick PC for the next five year commencing with the 2007/08 accounts and this was noted for information.
9e. Service Team - Playing Field Maintenance 2008/09: A quotation for grass cutting and hedge cutting in this financial year was agreed.
10.  Urgent Items for Information: 

10/a. Reference was made to the plans to provide an access for disabled persons at the Village Hall.  Members were advised that the Trustees were looking for grant funding towards the scheme. A formal request for the Parish Council to contribute towards the scheme was noted. 
10/b. An article in the Lincolnshire Echo that evening was raised. It was reported that Lincoln City Council were looking to restrict the amount of parking on the south common and to levy a charge.  Concerns were raised as to where the cars displaced by this action would park as Hall Drive was already utilised for parking on Match days.  It was agreed that the situation should be monitored.
11. Date of Next Meeting:  The next monthly meeting would take place on Monday 17 March 2008 at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick starting at 7.30pm
