The Monthly meeting of the Parish Council was held in the Village Hall Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 15th October 2007 at 7.30pm.  District Councillor Oxby and Ms Val Molendo (Parish Partnership Officer) was present.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present. Ms Val Molendo the NKDC Parish Partnerships Officer for the Four Parishes Cluster was introduced to Members.  
1.  Apologies & Declarations of Interest: Apologies from District Councillors Mrs Brighton OBE, Clarke and P.C. Andy Brown were noted. There were no interests declared at this stage of the meeting.

2. Clerk’s Notes from the previous meeting held on 24th September 2007: The notes had been distributed to each Member prior to the meeting and were taken as read. The Chairman proposed that the notes be accepted and approved as minutes subject to the deletion of District Cllr Oxby’s name on the first paragraph and this was agreed.
3   Matters Arising:
3a page 2 item 3a Information Packs for New Residents: It was suggested that a new page be inserted with up to date details of the County Councillor for this division following the election on 15th November 2007, and this was agreed.
3b page 2 item 3bWeb Site: Routine maintenance had been undertaken over the past month.

3c page 3 item 6 Local Authorities Code of Conduct: The new Code of Conduct duly adopted at the previous meeting had been issued to all members and a copy would be sent to the Standards Board for information. All members had signed their form to confirm declarations of interest under the new code and were collected at the meeting for submission to NKDC.  
4.  Planning

4a Alterations to Mill Lodge: The application showed a change to the windows and an alteration to the signs.  Effectively the proposals were restrospective and it was felt that a note of this should be made to the planners. Other than this the Members were content.
4b. Erection of double garage with music room (revised application) at Tuctaway, School Lane: Councillor Hales declared a personal interest as he lived near to the development site. The revised details had been compared with the previous proposal and in essence the design was similar but the height and width was slightly smaller. Accordingly no comments were returned to NKDC 

4c Sapele School Lane: The Chairman and Councillor Narborough declared a personal interests as they lived in the vicinity of the development site. Concerns were raised about what was happening at this site.  The Clerk reported that the Principal Planning Officer and the Enforcement Officer were due to make a visit to the site to assess the situation in the near future.

4d Improvements to Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick: Councillor Carrington and Councillor Mrs Griffin declared prejudicial interests as they were both trustees of the Village Hall. Planning permission had been granted for this development on 9th October 2007, and this was acknowledged.

5   Environment:

5a Highways Issues: Councillors had walked around the village that day with officials from Highways and the Chairman updated about the issues raised and opined that it had been a constructive meeting. The dog bin along Hall Drive had not been emptied and the Clerk was asked to report it to NKDC.  The need for a minor repair to a public seat was raised and Councillor Hales volunteered to take the matter in-hand.  

Reference was made to a public consultation about the Community Travel Zone in Park Ward Lincoln.  Although the aims of this scheme centered on the Park Ward it was felt the measures might have implications beyond the ward boundaries and in particular an impact on Canwick.  In this respect a previous issue of a crossing point at the Washingborough Road/Canwick Road junction was recalled. It was agreed that a letter be sent to the County Council about the situation and Councillor Carrington agreed to undertake this task.
6.  Correspondence

6a LCC Local Development Scheme & Statement of Community Involvement: The Head of Planning and Conservation notified that both of the subject documents had been updated.  The Local Development Scheme became effective from 29th August 2007, and the Statement of Community Involvement had been declared sound by an Inspector and adopted by the County Council.  Both documents could be viewed online www.lincolnshire.gov.uk and copies can be obtained free of charge by contacting the Planning Policy Unit at City Hall, Lincoln (Tel 01522 554849).  The situation was noted by Members for information.

6b LCC Salting Routes and Advice on Winter Driving 2007/08: Copies of this leaflet were noted by Members and it was agreed to place them on the table in the foyer at the Village Hall for residents to view.
6c Choosing Health in North Kesteven: The North Kesteven Local Strategic Partnership had organised a workshop to share plans that were being developed on some of the choosing health themes and to explore the health improvement opportunites for the residents of North Kesteven.  The half day seminar was planned on 8th November 2007, at Sleaford Offices and was noted for information.
6d Council Standards Committee – Parish Council Representation: The Member Services Manager at NKDC asked if the Parish Council was interested in putting a name forward to be on the Parish Panel of Representatives but there were no nominations.
6e Register of Electors 2007/08: Members were asked to sign a disclaimer for use of the full register and to indicate the prefered format.

7. Four Parishes Cluster Group: The Chairman summarised the business that had taken place at a meeting on 10th October 2007, and reported that he was now Chairman of the group.  A large representation from NKDC had attended the meeting and a number of initiatives had been outlined. There had been a presentation from consultants who were information gathering.  Ideas were being explored to utilise a £4,000 devolved fund (per Cluster) on the basis that such items could be shared between the four parishes, (suggestions included IT equipment, a mechanical street sweeper and a mobile speed indicator). The Cluster Group had also been invited to participate in a visioning exercise that asked parishes to list future
aspirations under various themes (e.g. housing, transport, environment etc) and a note was made of Members views.
8  Parish Plan Steering Group Update: Councillor Carrington updated about the progress with the preliminary draft for circulating to parish councillors and the consultation with the wider area.
9   Finance:

9a  Bank Account Update: A statement (copy on the minute file) showed a balance of £6850.22 in the Deposit account following the transfer of £800 approved at the previous meeting. A balance of £123.33 in the Current account after the deduction of unpresented cheques was highlighted. A summary of the Council’s spending from 1st April to 30th September 2007 was outlined and the financial postion was acknowledged.
9b Payments Due in October: A list (copy on minute file) of accounts due for payment, to include expenses associated with the Parish Plan initiative, was noted by Members and permission was given to clear them.
9c  Transfer of Funds: It was agreed to transfer £800 to meet the expenses approved and anticipated.
