
The Monthly meeting of the Parish Council was held in the Village Hall Montagu Road, Canwick on Monday 17th March 2008, at 7.30pm. One resident, District Councillor Mrs Brighton OBE and District/County Councillor Oxby were present.

The Chairman opened the meeting with a welcome to those present and public participation was invited. The resident said he was there to listen to the parish council’s views in regard to the Sapele appeal and raised no other queries.
1.  Apologies & Declarations of Interest: Apologies from Councillor O’Melia, District Councillor Clarke and PC Brown were noted. The Chairman declared a personal interest in the appeal notice at item 4c  following the decision of NKDC to refuse permission for the retention of a rear two storey and single storey extension and retention of glazed screen openings at Sapele, School Lane as he lived in the vicinity of the site. Councillor Narborough declared a personal interest in item 4c as he also lived near the site.  
2. Clerk’s Notes from the previous meeting held on 18th February 2008: The notes had been distributed to each Member prior to the meeting and were taken as read. The Chairman proposed that the notes be accepted and approved as minutes and this was unanimously agreed.

3.   Matters Arising:

3a. page 2 item 3a Information Packs for New Residents: Members were advised that the new details for the PCC Treasurer had been incorporated in to the information packs. Copies of that page were handed to the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Clerk for information. Councillor Narborough was thanked by the Chairman for his help with this task.
3b. page 2 item 3b Web Site: Standard updates had been undertaken over the past month. Reference was also made to the information relating to the Bypass proposals that links directly to the County Council website. Members were informed that an explanatory note had been posted for clarity and this was noted for information.
3c. Page 2 item 4g Work to Trees along Grange Lane - Appeal: NKDC had advised that a statement was being prepared for submission to the inspectorate.
3d. Church Signs: The order for the signs had been acknowledged by the County Council’s Technical Services (to be erected at the junction of Heighington Road and Grange Lane and on Hall Drive at the entrance to the Church).

3e. Eastern Bypass Route Consultation: A supply of leaflets and questionnaires had been received. It was agreed to place them in the foyer at the Village Hall and on a table in Church for residents to take.
4.  Planning
4a. Extensions at Copse Hill, Hall Drive, Canwick: A decision notice had been received from NKDC.  Planning permission had been granted for the development on 15th February 2008 and the details of the approval were noted.
4b Works to trees TPO N342 at The Grange, Grange Lane, Canwick: Consent was sought to carry out works to two Silver Birch trees listed as T1 and T2 on the subject Tree Preservation Order. No objections were raised to the request and the Clerk was asked to notify the NKDC Tree Officer accordingly.    

4c. Planning Appeal - Sapele, School Lane, Canwick: The Chairman and Cllr Narborough’s declared interests were noted. NKDC had notified that the applicant had appealed against the decision to refuse permission for the retention of a two storey and single storey extensions at the rear and retention of glazed screen openings (part retrospective) at the subject property.  The Chairman reminded members of the details of the refusal and read out a statement from the appellant.  Members reaffirmed their objections to the proposal and Cllr. Carrington agreed to draft a letter for submission to the Planning Inspectorate by 4th April 2008.

4d. Single Storey Extension to rear and side at Heath Lodge, Heighington Road, Canwick: The details of this proposal were reviewed and there were no objections raised. It was agreed that no comments be returned to NKDC.
5.   Environment:

5a. Highways Issues: Complaints from residents about the width of the footpath (due to the erosion of the adjacent bank) on Canwick Hill between Hall Drive and School Lane were raised once again. The Clerk reported an update from the Highways Officer who advised that siding works had been programmed but the contractor had fallen behind with his work schedule. It was anticipated that the work would be undertaken early May.  It was also observed that the cover on the (green) Virgin Media box at the junction of Montagu Road and Hall Drive was still loose. The Clerk said that she had reported the matter some weeks ago to Virgin Media.  Cllr Hales volunteered to look at tying the cover to the box as a temporary measure.  The footpath sign pointing to Glebe End at the Pelham Lane/School Lane junction was damaged and the Clerk was asked to report the matter to LCC.
6.  Correspondence

6a. LCC Good Citizens Awards 2008: Nominations were invited for this award by Tuesday 25th March 2008. The Chairman referred to a similar concept at NKDC. Members were asked for suggestions but none were put forward for consideration.
6b. B1190 Land South of Railway Bridge, Washingborough Road: A letter from the Clerk at Washingborough PC to the LCC Highways Officer raised concerns about the amount of surface water running off the verge from the land on the south east side of the highway to a drain under the railway bridge.  It was considered dangerous for motorists especially during inclement weather conditions and a request for a new drain was noted for information.
6c. NKDC Calendar of Meetings: A schedule of meetings for the civic year (May 2008 to May 2009) had been received from the NKDC Member Services Officer and was noted for information. The Clerk to hold the details at the parish council office.
6d. NKDC Local Code of Conduct: The Member Services Manger at NKDC notified arrangements for a training workshop on Monday 19th May 2008 at the Council Chamber, Council Offices Sleaford. The Chairman pointed out that the date would clash with the parish council’s AGM and therefore the invitation was declined.
6e. Calor Village of the Year Competition:  A letter from Community Lincs about this competition was noted when Cllr Narborough advised that he had downloaded information about the event. The Clerk explained that this competition was very involved compared with the Best Kept Village (BKV) Competition that we have entered in the past. Cllr Narborough indicated a willingness to become involved on receipt of the entry forms for the Best Kept Village Competition. 
7.  Four Parishes Cluster Group: The Chairman updated that the draft questionnaire had been finalised for delivery to homes and the Healthy Lifestyles initiative would be rolled out for engagement with voluntary organisations and focus groups etc. The next cluster meeting was scheduled for 9th April 2008.  Councillor Canner updated on the work by the Playing Fields Committee in the provision of a children’s playground and explained that the initial task was to clear the site. 
8.  Parish Plan Steering Group Update: Cllr Carrington advised that an update would be presented at the Annual Parish Meeting on 21st April 2008, otherwise there was no change.
9.   Finance:

9a. Bank Account Update: A statement (copy on the minute file) showed a balance of £5,707.42 in the Deposit account and a balance of £134.49 in the Current account following the payment of an invoice for £70.49 agreed at the previous meeting. The situation was accepted and approved by Members.

9b. Payments March 2008: Seven invoices listed for payment were noted and approved for clearance at a total cost of £749.46.  An account for the dog warden service was anticipated but no figure was available and it was agreed in principle that the invoice would be cleared on receipt.
9c. Transfer of Funds: A transfer of £1,000 to meet the expenses payable was approved.
10.  Arrangements for the Annual Parish Meeting: It was agreed that the Annual Parish Meeting would follow the monthly PC Meeting on 21st April 2008, at approximately 8pm. The Chairman invited the District and County Councillors to make a report at the Annual Parish Meeting and this was accepted by District Councillor Mrs Brighton and County Councillor Oxby.  Refreshments would be served at the end of the meeting.
11 Urgent Items for Information: 

11/a. It was reported that someone had tried to remove the tap on a water supply on the drive in the Church yard but was unsuccessful. 

11/b. An increased problem of dog fouling along Montagu Road, Hall Drive (near the entrance to the Church) and Grange Lane were reported. The Clerk was asked to inform the Dog Warden
11/c The PCC had not heard from the Contractor in regard to the remedial repairs to the new notice board.  

12. Date of Next Meeting:  The next monthly meeting would take place on Monday 21 April 2008 at the Village Hall, Montagu Road, Canwick and would start at 7pm. The Annual Parish Meeting would follow at 8pm
